The Department of Health and Human Services (Department) is proposing to adopt He-C 1000
entitled “Opioid Abatement Trust Fund and Advisory Commission”. He-C 1000 contains He-C
1001, entitled “Opioid Abatement Advisory Commission” which describes the Opioid Abatement
Advisory Commission (Commission) established under RSA 126-A:85 and their duties. He-C 1000
also contains He-C 1002, entitled “Opioid Abatement Trust Fund” which describes the duties of
the Department and the Opioid Abatement Advisory Commission (Commission) relating to the
management and distribution of funds from the Opioid Abatement Trust Fund (trust fund)
established in RSA 126-A:83.
